After the bifurcation of the erstwhile Andhra Pradesh
into two States viz., Telangana and Andhra Pradesh in
2014, it is felt necessary to have a separate Federation
for each of the states. Hence, the new Federation was
registered as FEDERATION OF ANDHRA
PRADESH CHAMBERS OF COMMERCE AND
INDUSTRY (FAPCCI)for Andhra Pradesh on 2nd July
2019.

The Federation aims to be a vibrant premier State Level
Apex Federation and to represent Industry, Trade, and
Commerce in the state of Andhra Pradesh and to serve
as a voice of the business and industry to help the State
Government to shape the policies and procedures of
business and government which results in improve the
economy of the State.

It is my honor to head the new Federation as first
President. Since its formation, the Federation is always
thriving to promote industry and business in Andhra
Pradesh.

FAPCCI, within a year of its existence, has engaged and
connected with number of Stakeholders, Industry,
Associations, District Chambers, Government officials
at Central and State.
