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President's Message
Dear Members,

It gives me great pleasure to present the 2nd
Annual Report of the Federation along with
Annual Accounts and the Auditor’s Report for
the year 2020-2021.

It is immense pleasure to write to all as FAPCCI
has successfully completed one more year and
stepping into 3rd year. 

The year 2021 started on a positive note, and
the end of the Coronavirus pandemic was in
sight as the restriction was eased and the
supply lines were almost fully restored.
However, the resurgent Coronavirus in a more
deadly form which had greater effect than the
previous year.

Currently the world is experiencing a global
economic slowdown that has led to new
economic challenges of every country. The
Indian economy also continues to wrestle with
the second wave of the pandemic. The effect of
the pandemic has also brought an extraordinary
situation which threw our way of doing business
and disturbed way of life. According to Experts,
the second wave’s toll is mainly in terms of the
hit to domestic demand.

The National Council for Economic Research
(NCER) in its quarterly review of the economy in
June 2021 expects the Indian economy to grow
8.4 to10.1 per cent for the current financial year
as against a contraction of 7.3 per cent in the
last fiscal. The report further said, the second
wave of COVID-19, four times greater as
compared to the first wave in terms of number
of cases and deaths, has further disrupted the
growth process, which had already been
severely damaged by the first wave.

To counter the spread, the Government
unveiled plans to provide financial assistance
for accelerating the manufacture of antiviral
drugs and the production of medical oxygen. A
positive reflection of the Government that it has
begun the vaccination in Jan 2021. The
vaccination strategy was built on a systematic
and scientific approach that prioritized the
vaccination of more vulnerable or high-risk 

groups, followed by different age groups. This is
providing some relief from rising cases as well
as prompt recovery rate. 

I am confident that Government must quickly
initiate steps to control the third wave of
pandemic by speeding up vaccination, building
up the health infrastructure especially in rural
areas and simultaneously taking timely
decisions. 

According to a recent survey by Dun and
Bradstreet, out of the 250 surveyed MSMEs, 82
percent accepted that the Coronavirus crisis had
a hugely negative effect on their business
activities. 

According to the report by the Reserve Bank of
India, the MSME segment is of the five most
badly affected sectors of the economy due to
the Coronavirus. International Labour
Organization (ILO) is also believed, over 400
million people engaged in the informal economy
in India are at an increased risk of poverty and a
major chunk of this group is or was engaged in
the MSME sector. The repetition of workers’
migration and availability of working capital
coupled with dismal demand are the pressing
challenges for the MSME sector amid the
second wave of COVID-19.

I appeal to the Government to provide
significant policy support to minimize the impact
of the coronavirus pandemic, and a possible a
third wave on lives and livelihoods for a broad-
based recovery in India's economy.

FAPCCI welcomes the State Budget
announcement of increase on health by 21.11%
by allocating Rs 13,830.44 crore in the 2021-22
Budget for Health, Medical and Family Welfare.

When it comes to industries and infrastructure,
the state has proposed Rs. 3,673.34 crore for
industrial and infrastructure development in
2021-22. The allocations would help the State to
get more foreign investments.

Video Conference held on "New Freight Train services - Cargo Express” on 03.08.2020

The Video Conference was held jointly by FAPCCI FTCCI and FICCI Telangana Council.

The officials of South Central Railway briefed about the new freight services, stated that in an  initiative
aimed at increasing the market share of Indian Railways in the movement of general cargo across the
nation, the South Central Railway (SCR) will be launching its first Cargo Express train on August
5.under this concept, a time tabled freight train will be started from Sanath Nagar in Hyderabad to
Adarsh Nagar in New Delhi. The SCR has taken this as a pilot project for a period of six months and
would be running the Cargo Express once a week every Wednesday. For the first time in nearly four
decades, Indian Railways is permitting wagon level indenting to aid small and medium- sized
customers. Customers having even one wagon material of 60 tonnes can book their cargo on this
train.

This train will run as per the scheduled departure and arrival timings and days at both ends. The
transit time to cover a distance of around 1,700 km between Sanath Nagar to Adarsh Nagar is just 34
hours with an average speed of 50 KMPH.

The train will depart every Wednesday evening from Hyderabad and reach Delhi on Friday morning.

The average freight tariff from Hyderabad to Delhi and vice-versa is Rs. 2,500 per tonne, depending on
the type of commodity loaded. It is almost 40 per cent lesser than charges applicable by road and also
the existing railway parcel tariff.

The Cargo Express can be tracked on FOIS on a real time basis. The loading/unloading facility is also
available at both Sanath Nagar (Hyderabad) and Adarsh Nagar (Delhi) Goods Sheds at competitive
rates.

How to start an Export Business -14 to 19, September, 2020

Export Marketing – Finance & Documentation (from 15.10.2020 to 17.10.2020)

FAPCCI organized a three day online training session on Export Marketing - Finance & Documentation
from 15.10.2020 to 17.10.2020

The session is outlined for those in pursuit of better employment opportunities or independent
Export-Import business. The objective of this program is to acquaint the participants with Practical
knowledge which would help them to become export-import executives or to start their own Export-
Import business.

Three Day Training program on Export Documentation - Practical Aspects (from 10.11.2020 to
12.11.2020)

The importance of understanding and correctly completing export documentation is crucial for any
export business. This enable the goods arrive at their country of a destination smoothly and can be
cleared through customs quickly, building a sustainable working relationship with overseas
customers. Error in documentation can delay the consignment encountering storage costs, which can
escalate.

In view of the importance of export documentation, and also to refresh the knowledge  of preparation
of export documentation, FAPCCI organized Three Day On-line Training Programme on “Export
Documentation - Practical Aspects ‘ from 10-12, November, 2020.

These
sessions would help to present clean and accurate export paper work for every shipment.

COVID- 19 Health Care Reforms – Address by Dr. Harsha Vardhan, Hon’ble Union Minister for
Health and Family Welfare, government of India on 27.11.2020

The Webinar was jointly organized by FAPCCI, FICCI and FTCCI. 

Dr. Harsha Vardhan, Union Minister for Health and Family Welfare digitally addressed the Federation
of Telangana Chambers of Commerce and Industry & Federation Andhra Pradesh Chambers of
Commerce and Industry (FAPCCI) on Health Disaster Management Services.

Appreciating the efforts of the Federation of Telangana Chambers of commerce and Industry and
Federation of Andhra Pradesh Chambers of commerce and Industry and national level bodies like
FICCI for their full support and implementing the guidelines of the Government and taking the
preventive steps for controlling the pandemic, Dr Vardhan said, “FTCCI and FAPCCI were pro-active in
realizing their responsibility towards the society and had come out with the Analytics Report on
COVID-19. The Government took timely action to contain the spread of the virus and these steps had
ensured that the state was on better footing.”

He further said, “The Government has worked out round the clock to boost production and expand
our health care work force, thus bridging the gaps in demand and supply of essentials such as kits,
PPEs, ventilators. Etc. An Aatma Nirbhar Bharat movement has been launched to have self sufficiency
in all our capacities.”

Emphasizing on the use of technology in COVID management, Dr Vardhan noted, “India is making use
of Information Technology in virtually every aspect of COVID management. AarogyaSetu App is
presently being used by more than 170 million Indians making it one of the most downloaded apps in
the world. 
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A web-based tele-consultation service has been initiated to enable non-COVID-19 healthcare services.
So far, more than 0.60 million tele-consultations have been conducted and more people are getting
on-board.”
 

Dr. Vardhan said, “India has made huge strides in improving the health of our people in the last two
decades. Strengthening and accelerating establishment of Health and Wellness Centers is one of
them. And now, India's contribution will be critical in fight against COVID-19. The government has
accorded top-most priority to research and manufacturing to ensure that the vaccine reaches the last
person. The Administration is working on all aspects, besides designing innovative approaches to
distribute vaccines in rural and remote regions of the country. The digital platform for vaccine
administration and distribution is prepared and test runs underway in partnership with state and
district level stakeholders.

The central Government is constantly monitoring, evaluation and providing handholding support to 
 the States to tackle the COVID crisis. The Government of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh has also
undertook various unique strategies to keep their response mechanism vigilant.

Dr. Vardhan urged people to follow COVID Appropriate behavior. He said, “In view of the persisting
pandemic scenario there is no place for any relaxation in preventive measures such as wearing masks,
keeping distance and ensuring hygiene.”

Earlier, Sri C. V. Atchut Rao, President, Federation of Andhra Pradesh Chambers of Commerce and
Industry (FAPCCI) the efforts of Andhra Pradesh in creating testing facilities by utilizing various
applications is laudable.

Dr. Harsh Vardhan observed that the Telangana and Andhra Pradesh Governments have taken steps
to include the treatment for COVID 19 under the Arogya Sri scheme and has taken steps to provide
isolation facilities for patients hailing from below poverty line families in the Government Hospitals.
He expressed his thankfulness to both the Federation for coming forward to extend all cooperation in
working with the Central Government in providing access to health care simple, accessible and
affordable to all.

Webinar on Trade Receivables Discounting System (TReDS) on 29.01.2021

Sri Debashis Mishra, Dy. General Manaer, SBI and Sri Roy Mathew Kurian , national Sales Head, M1
Exchange were the key speakers at the session. Addressing the participants at the Webinar on Trade
Receivables Discounting System (TReDS) ,Sri Debashish Mishra, Deputy General Manager, State Bank
of India stated that TReD Scheme introduced by RBI is a digital platform where small businesses can
get access to capital by auctioning their trade receivables.

This will be an good opportunity to all MSMES to settle the bills. He said that the scheme is very
transparent with legal frame work. Briefing about the benefits of the scheme he said that _
Benefits to the buyer – can manage efficiently its cash flow, ensures efficient payment cycles without
delay and involves less paper work.

He further said that there is wise knowledge gap about the Scheme and to build up the same he has
requested FAPCCI to spread the knowledge for the benefit of MSMEs.

Sri Roy Mathew Kurian, National head, M1 Exchange , one of the platforms working under the RBI
guidelines state that the TReDS is one channel which must be explored by all financiers as a new
channel for MSME financing. Thus we foresee TReDS as a game changer in the near future for
increasing factoring as a way of working capital financing option in India.

Sri Roy dealt in his presentation on the process of bill discounting which initiates with uploading of a
valid invoice by the Supplier or Buyer depending on the type of factoring opts. Primarily there are two
ways how Invoice discounting on TReDS work one is Factoring: Supplier bearing the interest and
Reverse Factoring: Buyer Bearing the interest. He said that the overall benefit of this system is that
Suppliers enjoy collateral-free without recourse financing at a rate much lower than a bank loan.

Earlier,In his Welcome Address, Sri C. V. Atchut Rao, president, Federation of Andhra Pradesh
Chambers of Commerce and Industry (FAPCCI) at that there is an increase in the government
initiatives for promoting the MSME sector. He said financing for small and medium enterprises has
also been revolutionized over the last few years. As we all aware that Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises (MSMEs) continue to face constraints in receiving payments for the goods or services they
supply. This translates to an overall inability to convert their trade receivables into liquid funds.
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Everybody should know the detail facts about type of medicines and their price structure.
They should get confidence regarding quality of medicines
Where to get quality cheap medicines.

He said that well-known methods is the receivable finance model known as Trade Receivables
Discounting System (TReDS) which ‘facilitate the discounting of both invoices as well as bills of
exchange.’ This way, MSME sellers, corporate buyers, and financiers (banks and NBFCs) would be
linked on a common platform. The TReDS platform has been growing tremendously and also emerged
as an important tool for the MSMEs to raise finances.

Sri A. Shiva Prasad, Chartered Accountant moderated the Programme and Smt. P. Vydehi Secretary
(I/c) gave brief introduction of FAPCCI.

Webinar on “ Save 80% on your Medicines and More” held on 22.01.2021

The Webinar was organized jointly by FAPCCI & FTCCI. Sri P. R. Somani, Founder President, The
Nizamabad Chambers of commerce was the key speaker.

Sri P. R. Somani, in his address explained in three stages.

Regarding details facts about medicines he has explained how his idea made to reacup to Prime
Minister level He has explained how medicine’s MRP is printed abnormally high upto 3000% to 4000%

He has explained them that as on today there is no ceiling cap to print MRP so manufacturers are
printing abnormal MRP and people are buying on MRP thinking that it is controlled by government. He
has explained by putting 30% trade Margin Cap plus taxes on selling prices of manufacturers so that
without affecting the manufacturer profit prices of medicine will come down up to 80 to 90%.

On his request on instructions of PMO office Pharma Department has brought 30% Trade Margin cap
on cancer drugs an effective from 8/3/19 as a result cancer drugs prices are slashed upto 90%.
Similarly he is pursuing to being 30% Trade Margin Cap on all medicines and devices and he is
confident that all medicines prices will be slashed up to 90%.

He has also explained that there is no difference between generic or branded medicines as they are
monitor by FDA. Generic medicines which we can get at cheaper rate up to 80 to 90% discount on
MRP without any quality issue an exclusive generic shop. He has also explained that Pradhan Mantri
Generic shops are opened everywhere and that medicines are manufactured at World Health
Organization manufacturing unit and they are tested at two labs so these medicines are equally or
better than any other medicines.

Sri Ramakanth Inani, President, FTCCI welcomed the participants.

Introductory Remarks given by Mr. Shekar Agarwal , Chair, Health Care and Disaster Management
Committee, FTCCI Mr. Anil Agarwal, Vice President, FTCCI also participated in the webinar.

Panel Session on One Time Restructuring of Loans on 06.02.2021 at 4.00 PM

FAPCCI and FTCCI Jointly organized the session

Sri Ramakanth Inani, President, FTCCI informed that the Session is intended to familiarize participants
with the eligibility criteria and key methodological aspects related to loan classification and
provisioning requirements and the challenge posed by restructured loans. Participants will also better
understand the financial stability implications of the restructured loans. The Reserve Bank of India
resolution plan or a one-time loan restructuring scheme allowing lenders to help affected borrowers
by altering certain terms of their outstanding loans. However, very few corporates from the mid and
emerging segments opted for the one-time debt restructuring following respite from various
government schemes such as the Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) and a faster
recovery in demand.

Sri Prem Chand Kankaria, Chair, Banking, Finance & Insurance Committee, FTCCI stated that the
growing severity of widespread pandemic COVID-19 on our economy is a matter of deep concern.

Extension of time limit for restructuring of loans from March 31, 2021
Enhancement of the cap of Rs.25 crores
Inclusion of all sectors of MSMEs in restructuring loan scheme 

The proactive and combative measures undertaken by the Government to curtail the spread of
pandemic COVID-19 are highly appreciable. Many of the industries especially MSMEs have been under
stress due to lock down/closure because of global pandemic and they need hand holding and
support. Government of India with RBI has initiated to come forward to help the stressed sector.
Chambers of Commerce having been voicing for viz. Extension of credit guarantee scheme available
for MSMEs at least for the next 12 months, Enhancement of Interest Subvention Scheme to 3–4 per
cent and extent of Rs 300 lakh, Insolvency and recovery law including IBC Code, SARFESAI and DRT law
need suspension in all cases due to Force Majeure, Non-Performing asset recognition norms need
appropriate modification in national interest and allowing 10% extra working capital limit if requested
by the borrower to support the industry.

The participants were briefed on RBI’s announcement of one-time restructuring of loans to help
borrowers manage the stress caused by the Covid-19 pandemic. The facility of loan restructuring is
only available to businesses or individuals who are suffering the COVID-induced stress and to the
MSME borrowers whose aggregate exposure to lending institutions collectively is Rs.25 crore or less as
on March 1, 2020. The restructuring of loans has been allowed for retail, MSME and corporate loans.
The RBI has allowed banks to restructure loans without classifying them as bad debts and pushing the
defaulters into bankruptcy as a one-time measure to deal with the stress induced by the coronavirus
pandemic. Banks are also allowed to restructure personal loans, as an one-time facility subject to
certain conditions. The RBI allowed banks to restructure the loans to distressed micro, small and
medium-sized (MSMEs) borrowers provided their debts were deemed standard before March 1, 2020. 

The RBI had previously unveiled a restructuring framework for MSMEs that were in default but
‘standard’ as on January 1, 2020. The new restructuring scheme will have to be implemented by March
31, 2021. Further, a loan whose interest and/or instalment of the principal have remained overdue for
a period of 90 days is considered as an NPA. However, sectors such as tourism, hospitality and
aviation have been most adversely impacted due to the Covid-19 pandemic. These are sectors whose
prospects depend on discretionary consumption spending. After detailed deliberations, it was
recommended as follows :

General Incentives - M/s Merrictro products Pvt. Ltd., Industrial Park, Nuzvid (M), Krishna District -
claim application for Investment Subsidy - Applied through online portal - Clarification. The SVC
discussed in detail and decided to refer the case to multiple Disciplinary Committee with the
approval of SLC.

The SVC discussed the issue of M/s. Vasundhara Cotton Mills Ltd requesting for review on
recovering the sanctioned incentives under IIPP-2010-15 and land agreed with the GMs
recommendation of 26.47% increasing fixed capital and hence eligible for incentives under
expansion programme.

State level Committee meeting for sanction of incentives held on 29.10.2020

The SLC reviewed the claim applications for sanction / rejection of reimbursement of Interest Subsidy,
Power Cost, Sales tax, Mortgage duty & Stamp duty etc. received under IIPP – 2005-10, IIPP 2010-15 &
IDP 2015-20 which scrutinized and recommended by the SVC in its Meeting held on 15.07.2020;
13.08.2020 & 26.10.2020 The abstract on the cases approved / deferred / rejected etc. by the 23rd SLC
is as detailed below:
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Discussion Meting and inputs on improving the MSME Ecosystem in the State of A.P. on 7-4-
2021

A meeting was organised by the Director of Industries, Government of A.P. on 7-4-2021 to get key
inputs on the focus areas in the MSME Ecosystem in the State of Andhra Pradesh. The meeting was
attended by the representatives of industry Associations and chambers of commerce and Industry.

Smt. P. Vydehi, Secretary (I/c) represented FAPCCI and participated in the discussions.
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The majority of the MSME sector comprises of the micro players which simply do not have the
experience or resources, to use bank finance or engage in product promotion to ensure adequate
returns. Real stimulus is possible only if credit flow is discernible. The ‘59-Minute loan Programme’
that was launched by the government did ensure that loans were sanctions in at the earliest but
the actual disbursement is delayed.

The current package and reclassification are not sufficient to recuse the MSME sector from the
impact of the COVID-19 pandemic and the ban on the Chinese products along with a hugely
decreased demand.

The Reboot India Campaign will not succeed until the entire ecosystem for micro players with the
MSME sector is simplified so that to encourage even undergraduates to boldly venture into
initiating a business.

We found that there is gap between policy of the State government and implementation. In this
regard many of the MSMEs are representing that the Government to consider to have time frame
for disbursal of sanctioned incentives to industries. The timely disbursement will help the
industries to manage their cash flows and meet the commitments in running the units. 

The Government should also come out with sector-wise specific support services and incentives to
MSMEs. 

AP New Industrial Development policy announced recently may not support the growth of the
MSME sector on expected lines.  The changes in the land allocation norms from the existing lease
and buy to composite lease-cum sale will certainly discourage MSME entrepreneurs. Under the
new policy, land is given to new industrial units on lease for 33 years with an option to buy it after
operating the unit successfully for 10 years. MSME entrepreneurs who generally needs small
parcels of land for new units if they can afford it. They take loan on the land and operate units
whenever they go through tough times.  This will not be possible if the industries are set up on
leased lands.  According to the new policy, some incentives will be paid only after three years of
operation. These two norms are likely to discourage MSME entrepreneurs from investing in A.P. 

A. P. should give equal importance to large industries as MSME eco system will not flourish
without the presence of large industries.

Most businesses provide credit facilities to their customers to boost sales and build brand loyalty.
However, the issue arises when a significant amount of money is stuck in bills receivable—
impacting the working capital required to pay operating expenses. If credit is not given wisely,
there will be a huge discrepancy between the cash inflow and outflow of the business. In a
broader sense, small and medium-sized companies may find bill discounting as an ideal way to
boost liquidity. Businesses that are low on liquidity and lack immediate funding, often resort to bill
discounting to finance their purchase of raw materials and clearing off pending orders. In view of
its importance in SME financial transactions, it is necessary to restore the Bills Rediscount Scheme. 

With regard credit facilities to MSME entrepreneurs especially in the case of new entrepreneurs,
the banks are hesitating to sanction loans. Banks must reveal the reasons for not sanctioning the
loan, so that MSM entrepreneurs would be provided with facilitating services for resubmission of
loan application. This will help many entrepreneurs rectify the mistakes and get chance of availing
the credit facility from the banks. 

During the meeting, the director informed that an MoU has been signed between Government of A.P.
represented by the Director of Industries and General manager, SIDBI on 25-2-2021which is aimed for
development of MSME ecosystem in the State. SIDBI as MSME partner for the State has appointed
M/s. Grant Thornton Consultants as the Project Management Unit to carry out the activities as per
MOU. The duration of the project is 3 years.

Representation sent to Dr. Rajat Bahrgava, IAS Spl. Chief Secretary to Government &CIP
Industries & Commerce Department Government of Andhra Pradesh on 24.04.2020

Referring to the operation of guidelines in Hotspots and containment zones issued by the ministry of
Home Affairs order No: 40-3/2020 dated 24-3-2020, and further notification of Government of Andhra
Pradesh, it was  Requested the Government of A.P. to permit operation of industries engaged in
essential items as defined by MHA in areas outside containment zones in Adoni Municipality. Further a
clarification was also sought that the operational Guidelines are applicable to red zone as well as
containment zone in the State. The District Collector was requested to permit existing units
manufacturing essential supplies in Adoni Municipality, since it is falling under Green Zone, subject to
the social distancing and other norms, as per G.O.Rt.No.88, as a special case.

Representation sent to The special Chief secretary, Industries and Commerce Department,
Government of A.P on 09-5-2020

Requested to clarify the operation guidelines in respect of opening the shops in the State as the
industry commence operations there is necessity to open shops who sell spares to the industry like
processing units cold stores and lorries are declared as essential services. We request the
Government to issue clear instructions to police to allow the shops and foundries workshops to
operate morning 7 AM to evening 7 PM.

Representation sent to The Principal Secretary, Municipal Administration and Urban
development, Government of A.P. Municipal Administration department

The Government of Andhra Pradesh has issued a G.O. increasing property tax and action plan and the
preparatory work will be staring from today. Sri C. V. Atchut Rao, President, Federation of Andhra
Pradesh Chambers of commerce and Industry (FAPCCI) requested the government to defer the
changed system of levying property tax from annual rental value basis to capital value system for the
financial year 2021-22. The various trade and industry association are also representing about the
impact of the G.O issued by the state Government changing the system of levy. During the past few
months due to COVID -19, the rental values are all over the state dipped by 20% for residential
buildings and 50% for commercial buildings. It was also mentioned that many commercial
establishments were closed and there was no income on these properties. It was referred that the
Government of Telangana had already issued 50% discount in property taxes.  

The Special Chief secretary Industries and Commerce Department, Government of A.P., and
Principal Secretary, Industries and Commerce Department, Government of A.P

A detailed representation sent regarding the timings of the shops, permit for movement of workers
and staff and to set up sanitation camps in the industrial clusters, parks and industrial zones. it was
requested to consider suggestions to carry out better and smooth operations in industry and to
restart the shops and establishments in the State as most of the employees and workers are
depending on the industries and shops.

The Department of Municipal administration Govt of A.P. Issued a Guidelines dated 20-5-2020
regarding Opening of shops in the Urban Areas during the lockdown period.

Representation sent to Sri Amit Shah, Hon’ble Home Minister, Government of India, New Delhi
on 01.06.2020

It was requested to permit the convention and banquet sector to restart functioning along with the
rest of the hospitality industry which were closed due to the COVID 19 restrictions.
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Representation sent to The Additional Director General State Disaster Response & Fire Service
Department, Government of A.P on 18.01.2021

The small industrial units in the State have brought our notice about the enforcement of AP Fire
Services Act 1999 and A.P. Fire and emergency Operation and Levy Rules 2006 Section 13 (1) stipulates
that any person proposing to construct a building of more than 15 meters height for
commercial/business purpose, 18 meters and above for residential purpose, and buildings of public
congregation like schools, cinema halls, function halls, religious places, which are more than 500 Sq.
Meter in plot area or meters and above in height shall apply for issue of no objection certificate to The
Director General or any member of the service duly authorized by The Director. It is the purpose of
usage that is sought to be categorized as commercial/business purpose, residential purpose, and
buildings of public congregation.

Representation sent to Sri Botsa Satyanarayana, Hon'ble Minister for Municipal Administration
and Urban Development, Govt. of AP, Principal Secretar, Municipal Administration and Urban
Development, Govt. of AP and Smt. G. Srujana, I.A.S., Commissioner and Director, Municipal
Corporation Visakhapatnam  and Sri V PRASANNA VENKATESH (IAS),  Vijayawada Commissioner
and Director, Municipal Corporation on 21.01.2021 

As per this G.O.M.S. No. 198 dt 24th Nov, 2020 the property tax shall be levied a certain percentage on
the capital value of the property and shall come into force from 1st April 2021. The percentage varies
from 0.10% to 0.50% for residential and 0.20% to 2% for commercial properties. As the Government
called for public opinion on or before 31st January, on behalf of the citizens of Andhra Pradesh VCCI
request the Hon. Chief Minister to consider the citizens request and differ the decision of increase of
property tax for one year and thereafter an increase of tax maximum by 10% from April 2022.

Representation sent to The Principal Secretary, Department of Industries Government of A.P
on 13.02.2021

It was represented that there is gap between policy and implementation. In this regard many of the
MSMEs are representing that the Government to consider to have time frame for disbursal of
sanctioned incentives to industries. The timely disbursement will help the industries to manage their
cash flows and meet the commitments in running the units. It is also observed that industries, mostly
MSMEs who have applied for the incentives are taking vary long time to get approval from the
Department. In some cases, the claims were rejected after very long duration, even after 4 to five
years. The Government also should consider to have time bounded schedule even for rejection of
applications. MSMEs need more subsidy for short term for companies to adjust to the lack of sales
and cash flow cycle. SMEs are under great pressure of banks for maintaining sales and profits. Further,
the government should also look at clearing the pending incentive dues to the major industries in the
State. 

Representation sent to Special Chief Secretary Industries Department, Govt. of A.P. on 14-2-
2021

Stating the Government has cleared around Rs 450 crore to MSMEs out of Rs. 905 crore incentives
that are due to the industries and targeted to gradually clear all dues. It was represented that there is
gap between policy and implementation.

Objections presented during the hearing of OP -33 of 2020 and OP-35 of 2020 on 27.01.2021
before APERC by Sri R. Shiv Kumar

We confirmed that we made our written submissions and hard copies were submitted and
acknowledgement obtained. 

1) We stated that from pre-regulation (APSEB) times “Fuel Cost Adjustment” (FCA) was a pass
through. After APERC was constituted, Regulation 1 of 2003 enabled the DISCOMS QUATERLY
FSA’S, until FY 2012-13. Regulation 2 of 2013 repealed FSA enforcement.

2) From SECOND MYT (2009-2013), the DISCOMS asked for annual ARR submissions instead of
MYT for reasons that were accepted by this commission. Regulation 1 of 2014 allowed annual
true-up of power purchase as an incremental cost in the next ARR. This was not happening as
DISCOM cited reasons like delays in the AUDITED REPORTS, CAG REPORTS finalization.

3) As recent as 2019-20 DISCOM’S TRUE-UP APPLICATION has not been SUBMITTED /HEARD/or
ORDERS passed as of now. The gargantuan true up claims of Rs 21,000 crore for 2014-15,2016-
17,2017-18 & 2018-19 was finalized and order passed for Rs 4934 crore as recently as 28TH
November 2020. The reliability and sanctity of the DISCOM’S veracity in their claims,
unfortunately becomes highly questionable. Even now DISCOMS 2019-20 true ups not
submitted/heard/approved. The reasons are same every year. In the face of True ups not be
submitted even after 12-15 months after year end, we are not able to understand how
DISCOMS can collate FPPCA in under 2 months.

4) Even now true ups of Distribution &Transmission networks are not been completed. The MYT
2019-23 of APGENCO’S has no provision for TRUE UPS. We the “CONSUMER” are at end of the
supply chain beginning at generation.  It was submitted that unless the entire supply chain true-
ups are completed and regulations are updated in the lines of CERC guidelines, this application
for the  new amendment in the regulation vide OP33 & 35 of 2020be deferred, if not rejected.
For all in the supply chain FPPA is a pass through, whereas for we consumers it is a cost and 
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therefore unless replies to our queries are answered by the DISCOMS the intended
amendment will leave a lot scope for DOUBT & apprehensions in their claims. WILL NOT
AUGUR FOR A HEALTHY CONSUMER-DISCOM RELATIONS. 

5) We submitted that in  the  WRITTEN SUBMISSIONS  it was elaborated  the apprehensions &
read PAGE 9 in our written submissions to explain LACK OF TRANSPERANCY & consequent
anxiety.  It was  explained that under the current MYT FOR APGENCO regulations there is NO
TRUE UP provision. GENCO supplies 33% of the total energy to DISCOMs & the fuel cost is
77% of their costs.  Without amending the GENERATION TARIFF- REGULATIONS 2008 in line
with CERC regulations 2019, we consumers would be seriously disadvantaged. In fact in the
30th December 2020 generation order (RTTP IV) the Honourable Commission has made
observation, that where there are no regulations CERC regulation apply. 

6) In the light of the request from several of us stake-holders, including DISCOM’S orally and
few others in written, additional time be granted for DISCOMS to explain, clarify and if
necessary postpone this amendment until the entire power supply chain True UPS and
Regulations are updated. 
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Press Note Dt. 16.06.2020 on A. P. Budget on 
Sri C.V. Atchut Rao, President, FAPCCI welcoming the A.P. budget presented on 16.06.2020 in
Assembly is desired to combine development and welfare measures in the State. President also said
that the allocation to Energy Sector, Transport shows their importance is given in the State to the
development of infrastructure project. He hoped that Agriculture will set a boost with budgetary
allocation. Special mention to the large allocation for welfare schemes which reaches the needy.
However, Mr. Rao said that the government could have announced few measures to promote and
attract private investments which will help in creating more employment.

Press Note Dt. 12.08.2020 on EDP Program

The Press note dated 12.08.2020 stated that FAPCCI is conducting an Entrepreneurship Development
Programme (EDP) two weeks training Programme from 17.08.2020 to 31.08.2020 to train the Women
and youth in the essentials of conceiving, planning, initiating and launching an economic activity or an
enterprise successfully.

Press Note on the increase of property Tax in A.P. 

The Government of Andhra Pradesh has issued a G.O. increasing property tax and action plan and the
preparatory work will be staring from today.  Sri C.V. Atchut Rao, President, Federation of Andhra
Pradesh Chambers of commerce and Industry (FAPCCI in a Press Note requested the government to
defer the changed system of levying property tax from annual rental value basis to capital value
system for the financial year 2021-22. 

He said, various trade and industry association are representing about the impact of the G.O issued
by the state Government changing  the system of levy. During the past few months due to COVID -19,
the rental values are all over the state dipped by 20% for residential buildings and 50% for commercial
buildings.  It is also to mention that many commercial establishments were closed and there was no
income on these properties. The property owners are eagerly waiting for relief announcement   from
the State Government. The government of Telangana had already  issued 505 discount in property
taxes.  Increase of tax will be additional burden. Sri Rao pleaded to the government to  consider the
request  to defer the hike of property tax.

Press Note on MSME Measures

FAPCCI President C. V. Atchut Rao praised various measures announced for MSMEs that are aimed at:

Infusing liquidity and thanked FM for revising the definition of MSMEs that is long pending demand
from various industry associations. He said that government tenders up to Rs. 200 crore only for
domestic companies will provide huge opportunities for MSMEs to participate and expand their
markets. Extension of PF contribution to another three months to all those covered under PMGKY is a
relief for and benefit lakhs of small enterprises. Reducing PF contribution from 12% to 10% for next
three months leave some liquidity with all enterprises, big or small, that can be ploughed back for
investment. Similarly reduction of TDS by 25% benefits the tax payers. The overall objective of these
announcements inject liquidity into the system to improve demand conditions aimed at giving some
liquidity, but the major concern of all units, that is support in payment of wages for lockdown period,
is not addressed and not given any support.

Sri C. V. Atchut Rao, President Federation of Andhra Pradesh Chambers of Commerce and Industry
(FAPCCI welcomed the new the Industrial policy of the Government of Andhra Pradesh  for 2020-23 .
He said the Policy  has given emphasis to create a better ecosystem for attracting industries so as to
generate more employment opportunities . He  hoped that with this new Policy the industrial activity 
 will pick up the momentum in the state. The policy has been framed so as to encourage industrialists
to make Andhra Pradesh their destination. The Policy would benefit to entrepreneurs, through  which
the Government has intended to provide the needed infrastructure skilled labor availability and
assuring to  provide handholding support to the industrial units  by creating an App ”YSR APONE”.  He
thanked the government  addressing the basic issues of MSMES  through the policy  which also aims
to create a competitive ecosystem for new industries and start-ups. Referring to the  fiscal sops, for
new enterprises in the MSME sector  like  stamp duty, non claimable SGST 25% of land conversions
charges up to Rs. 10lakhs , interest subsidy of 3% on term loans for five years and 35% investment
subsidy up to Rs. 50 lakhs and fixed power cost reimbursement@Rs.1.25 per unit for 5 years for
MSMEs Sri Rao said that these will go long way in promoting and creating more  MSMEs in Andhra
Pradesh.

Press Note Dt. 01.02.2021 on Union Budget

Sri C. V. Atchut Rao, president, Federation of Andhra Pradesh Chambers of commerce and Industry in
a Press statement stated that today’s Budget announcement is focused on the health care and
infrastructure to revive the economy by boosting spending, job-creation and agricultural sector. It is
also a welcomed feature of the budget that there are no changes in direct taxes in addition to
measures such as exemption to senior citizens of age of 75 years who have pension and interest
income  from filing the It returns; Dispute resolution scheme for small taxpayers through special
committee and Exemption from tax audit limit doubled to ₹10 Cr. turnover for companies doing most
of their business through digital modes. 

He said Equity market will be enthused with changes in capital gains taxes or STT and welcomed the
move towards ‘ single Securities market code’ The introduction of agriculture infra CESS on fuel, the
price of petrol will increase by Rs. 2.5 per litre while diesel will get costlier by Rs 4 per litre, which will
have cascading affect on the prices of the agriculture and agri based products. Referring to the
specific proposals to Andhra Pradesh he said that except Railways freight corridor projects - East
Coast Corridor from Kharagpur to Vijayawada, North-South Corridor from Itarsi to Vijayawada, and
fishing harbor at Visakhapatnam, the budget has no mention of any new projects to Andhra Pradesh.

Sri Rao also welcomed the proposals  of extending the tax holiday for startups as well as capital gains
exemption by one more year to 31 March, 2022  to amend the definition of small companies by
increasing their threshold for capitalization from a maximum of ₹50 lakh now to a maximum of ₹2
crore and turnover from a maximum of Rs. 2 crore to a maximum of ₹20 crores. These is  proposals
surely give a boost to entrepreneurs looking to incorporate in India, and  the government is looking to
increase capitalization for Indian small companies and startups as it looks to boost entrepreneurship
in the country. Flexibility to convert a company to any form Limited Liability Partnerships etc., is
another welcome step in ease of doing business.

Welcoming the Andhra Pradesh Cabinet approval of AP Electronic Policy 2021-24 in a Press Note 
Sri C. V. Atchut Rao, President, Federation of Andhra Pradesh Chambers of Commerce and Industry
(FAPCCI) which aims at creating a world-class electronics manufacturing infrastructure and improving
the Ease of Doing Business (EoDB) status through various reforms. It offers a host of incentives for
reducing the cost of doing business in the state.

He said that the Electronics manufacturing industry has been eagerly awaiting the initiatives to boost
their production and also to integrate in the global value chain  and envisages for tapping new
investments in the sector into Andhra Pradesh there by develop the State into electronic
manufacturing hub. The important salient feature  of the Policy is for promotion of green field
electronic manufacturing cluster by introducing the Production Linked Incentive scheme where
Andhra Pradesh is the first State to introduce such scheme.

1. The Companies (Auditor’s Report) Order, 2016 (“the Order”), issued by the Central Government of
India in terms of sub-section (11) of section 143 of the Companies Act, 2013 shall not apply to the
Federation as per exemption provided under Clause 2(iii) of the order, hence separate statement on
matters referred in para 3 of the order is not furnished.

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(f) In our opinion considering nature of activity, size of operation and organisational structure of the 
     entity, the Federation has, in all material respects, an adequate internal financial controls system  
     over financial reporting and such internal financial controls over financial reporting were operating   
     effectively as at 31st March 2021, based on the internal control over financial reporting criteria  
     established by the Federation considering the essential components of internal control stated in 
     the Guidance Note on Audit of Internal Financial Controls Over Financial Reporting issued by the 
     Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.

(h)  With respect to the other matters to be included in the Auditor’s Report in accordance with Rule 11   
       of the Companies (Audit and Auditors) Rules, 2014, in our opinion and to the best of our 
       information and according to the explanations given to us: 

i.    The Federation does not have any pending litigations which would impact its financial position 

ii.   The Federation did not have any long-term contracts including derivative contracts for which there 
      were any material foreseeable losses.
